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ORDINANCE 2015-09



TO DESIGNATE A SECTION OF GROVE STREET AND A SECTION OF RIDGE STREET AS ONE-WAY



     BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Cedar Bluff, Alabama as follows:



     Section 1.     Grove Street east of Highway 68 to Ridge Street, with traffic to flow in an easterly direction. Ridge Street north of Grove Street to Old Highway 9, with traffic to flow in a northerly direction.



     Section 2.     Anyone violating this ordinance shall be fined not less than $20.00 or more than $500.00 per each offense.



     Section 3.     The provisions of this ordinance shall be enforced in the same manner as State traffic offenses.



     Section 4.     The provisions of this ordinance are severable.  If any provision, section, paragraph, sentence, or part thereof or the application thereof to any person or thing shall be held unconstitutional or invalid, such holding shall not affect or impair the remainder of this ordinance or the remaining persons or things to which it applies, it being the legislative intent to enact each provision, section, paragraph, sentence and part thereof and the application thereof separately and severally from each other.

AMENDMENT NUMBER 2015-10 TO ORDINANCE NUMBER 104

INCREASING GARBAGE COLLECTION FEE





BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Cedar Bluff, Alabama, as follows:



1. Ordinance Number 104 SECTION 3(A) is hereby amended to reflect that the collection fee for services rendered shall be increased to $12.00 for curbside collection for each resident in the Town, per month.





Further, said Ordinance is hereby amended to add as a provision thereof, to-wit:



SECTION 8: Commercial Collection



A. Curbside collection services for businesses and commercial operations is hereby established in the sum of $19.00 for business in the Town, per month.

B. Collection for business and commercial operations shall specifically exclude collection by the Town for refuse disposed of in a dumpster type container.  The Town of Cedar Bluff does not have the equipment capable for collection from these containers.
