5. Resolution 2018-02 Requesting Inclusion Under Cherokee County Sewage Disposal Ordinance
RESOLUTION 2018- 02

PROVIDING FOR TOWN OF CEDAR BLUFF TO REQUEST INCLUSION 

UNDER JURISDICTION OF CHEROKEE COUNTY SEWAGE DISPOSAL ORDINANCE GOVERNING DISPOSAL OF SEWAGE IN ALABAMA POWER COMPANY EASEMENTS AROUND WEISS LAKE

WHEREAS, on April 9, 2012, at a regular commission meeting of the Cherokee County Commission (hereinafter “Commission”), said Commission adopted Ordinance 2012-02, titled Cherokee County Sewage Disposal Ordinance (hereinafter the “Ordinance”) to govern sewage disposal in Alabama Power flood easements around Weiss Lake; and,

WHEREAS, the stated purpose of said Ordinance is to “protect the public’s health by protecting the water quality of Weiss lake, the primary water source for the citizens of Cherokee County and to minimize the adverse health effects of the improper or illegal disposal of sewage”; and

WHEREAS, said Ordinance applies only within unincorporated areas of Cherokee County unless amended to include a certain municipality upon approval of both the municipality’s governing body and the Commission; and,

WHEREAS, property abutting Weiss Lake is abundant within the corporate limits of the Town of Cedar Bluff; and

WHEREAS, improper or illegal disposal of sewage within the corporate limits of the Town of Cedar Bluff is a public nuisance and contrary to the health, safety, and welfare of the Town’s citizens; and,

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the citizens of the Town of Cedar Bluff that there be rules and regulations regarding the abatement of improper or illegal disposal of sewage in the Alabama Power flood easements around Weiss Lake and in resort areas as defined in § 45-10-170.41, Ala. Code 1975, in order to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the Town’s citizens;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN OF CEDAR BLUFF TOWN COUNCIL that it does hereby request that the Cherokee County Commission amend Cherokee County Ordinance 2012-02, Cherokee County Sewage Disposal Ordinance, to bring the Town of Cedar Bluff under the jurisdiction of said Ordinance.
