RESOLUTION 2018-03

A RESOLUTION VACATING A PORTION OF CROSS STREET

WHEREAS, the owners of all lands abutting on a street or alley hereinafter described have joined in a written instrument to declare said street or alley to be vacated; and,

WHEREAS, convenient means of ingress and egress to and from said lands is afforded to all other property owners owning property to the tract of land embraced in the map, plat or survey hereinafter referred to, either by the remaining streets or alleys dedicated by such map, plat or other streets and alleys; and,

WHEREAS, the vacation of said part of said street or alley shall not deprive any other property owners of such right as they have to convenient and reasonable means of ingress and egress to and from their property; and,

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest of the Council of the Town of Cedar Bluff, Alabama, to assent to the vacation of said part of said street or alley; and,

WHEREAS, the Council of the Town of Cedar Bluff, Alabama, conducted a public hearing on the proposed vacation of said street or alley on the 14th day of May, 2018;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF CEDAR BLUFF, ALABAMA, as follows:

Section 1.
That the said Council does hereby assent and consent to the 



vacation of said part of Cross Street, being a street or alley within 



the Town limits of the Town of Cedar Bluff, Alabama, the same 



being 
described as follows:  SEE LEGAL DESCRIPTION

Section 2.
Provided, however, that this Resolution shall not prejudice the 



rights of any public utilities or railroads now operating easements, 



lines, pipes, railways lines, and rights-of-way in the area 




encompassed by said part of said street whether above ground, at 



ground level or below ground, it being specifically understood that 



this vacation is without prejudice as to the rights of such utilities.

EXHIBIT A

LEGAL DISCRIPTION

     A portion of Cross Street lying north of Old Alabama Highway No. 9 and south of Brown Street in the Town of Cedar Bluff, Cherokee County, Alabama of which is more particularly described as follows:

     Beginning at the intersection of the north right-of-way line of Old Alabama Highway No. 9 (60’ R.O.W.) and the east right-of-way line of Cross Street (40’ R.O.W); thence in a northerly direction with the said east right-of-way line of Cross Street 435 ft. more or less to the north boundary line of Cedar Bluff First Baptist Church, tax parcel 65.001 as shown on Ownership Map No. 13-10-09-29-4 and described in Deed Book 2010, Page 0164481; thence crossing the said right-of-way of Cross Street in a westerly direction for 40 ft. more or less to a point on the west right-of-way line of Cross Street; thence in a southerly direction with the said west right-of-way line of Cross Street for 435 ft. more or less to the intersection of the said west right-of-way line of Cross Street and the said north right-of-way line of Old Alabama Highway No. 9; thence crossing the said right-of-way of Cross Street in a easterly direction for 40 ft. more or less to the point of beginning.

     Said street vacation lying in Section 29, Township 9 South, Range 10 East of the Huntsville Meridian in the Town of Cedar Bluff, Cherokee County, Alabama and containing 0.40 acres more or less.  
Councilmember Donald Sanders made the motion to adopt Resolution 2018-03 and Councilmember Jerry Sprayberry seconded.
