4. Fire Department Report: None presented           
5. Laure Clemons with “Extended Family for Kids” spoke to the Council in the workshop about the program and ask the Council to remember them in the upcoming budget.

6. Local Government Health Insurance sent a letter to the Town in regards to a form that we needed to complete about insurance coverage for retirees to determine if we offer this benefit to our retiring employees. The Town did not have any coverage in place for employees that were eligible for retirement. After some discussion, the Council agreed they needed to amend the employee handbook to include this health coverage to retiring employees. Councilor Burton moved to amend the employee handbook to include this coverage to retiring employees only (no family coverage) with 25 or more years of service to Town of Cedar Bluff. The employee is required to participate in the annual health screening to help keep cost down for the insurance premiums. Councilor Miller gave second.
